There are, however, two items that need attention:

Since we’ve defined “Society,” I think using SCA in general is better replaced with Society, however, at the beginning of the document, I think it’d be best to use “SCA, Inc.”  This whole line of thinking came about due to trying to decide on whether or not we should be consistent with using SCA, Inc., or Society.
I noticed that we worked around using the term “demo” by using the word “demonstration” throughout the customary.  If you’re wanting to start using “demo,” we should probably go through it and do a global change from “demonstration” to “demo” in places where it makes sense.

ADDITION I.1:  1)  This is the Three Mountains Customary…It is not a corporate publication of the Society for Creative Anachronism, Inc., and does not delineate policies of the SCA, Inc.

NEW II.Demo:  Demo:  A demo is an organized educational effort to demonstrate, teach, and/or display activities and skills of medieval and renaissance interest to the general public.
MOVE Demo Coordinator from III.3.L.iii (deputy of Seneschal) to III.9.F.ii (deputy of Chatelaine).

ADDITION III.9.F.ii:  The Demo Coordinator, who is in charge of coordinating Baronial demonstrations for the Society.  Duties and responsibilities of the Demo Coordinator include, but are not limited to:
NEW III.9.F.ii.a:  a)  Performing duties in accordance with directions from Kingdom, Regional and/or Baronial Superior(s).
NEW III.9.F.ii.b:  b)  Knowing the policies and guidelines of the Society and Kingdom as they pertain to public relations, demos, and minors.
NEW III.9.F.ii.c:  c)  Having excellent communication and organizational skills, including but not limited to:
NEW III.9.F.ii.c.aa:  aa)  An ability to set up demos in real-time as opposed to delayed, "SCA" time.
NEW III.9.F.ii.d:  d)  Recruiting volunteers to display their skills in the requested activities.

NEW III.9.F.ii.e:  e)  Publicizing requested demos, after receiving approval from the Seneschal.

NEW III.9.F.ii.f:  f)  Complying with requestors' policies on safety and weapons and conveying those policies to the volunteer participants, including but not limited by:
NEW III.9.F.ii.f.aa:  aa)  Ensuring that Society [combatants are authorized in the weapons form, or style they intend to perform at the demo.
NEW III.9.F.ii.f.ab:  ab)  Ensuring that Society safety guidelines are observed for combat and weapons.
NEW III.9.F.ii.g:  g)  Ensuring that a “Person in Charge” is known to both the requestor and to the participants.

NEW III.9.F.ii.h:  h)  Disseminating information that presents a well-rounded view of the Society.
