Rental policies
add to section VI Operating Guidelines  under item 7

ADDITION VI.7:  7)  From time to time the Baronial Council may rent or loan property (herein otherwise identified as rented property) on a case by case basis.  

NEW VI.7.A:  A)  It is expected that rented property will be returned in the same condition as it was rented or lent, excluding wear from normal use.  If returned in substantially less than such condition (i.e., broken, damaged, pieces missing) it is expected that the renter will repair or replace the item at Council’s discretion.
NEW VI.7.B:  B)  The rental policy and agreement will be published on the Baronial website.

NEW VI.7.C:  C)  Requests to rent items should be made to the Council at a regular business meeting.  The procedure to request items herefollows:
NEW VI.7.C.i:   i)  Contact Seneschal to obtain policy, agreement, list of items available, and the rental fee schedule.

NEW VI.7.C.ii:  ii)  Confirm with Chamberlain that items will be available when requested.

NEW VI.7.C.iii:  iii)  Bring completed request form to Council for approval.

NEW VI.7.C.Note:  Note:  In an emergency situation, requests may be made to the Seneschal and the Executive Council for approval.  Approval by Baronial Council at the next Council meeting is advised.
The following conflicts with the wording of the Rental Agreement in that the Agreement reads that payment needs to be made at the time of pickup—unless fee is based on number of attendés at an even whereupon payment is due no more than 30 days after the event.
NEW VI.7.D:  D)  Payment should be made by the time of pickup but not later than 30 days after the date of the event for which the items were rented.

NEW VI.7.D.i:  i)  Payment can be accepted by the Chamberlain at the storage facility.  A receipt shall be supplied to the renter.  The Chamberlain shall remit funds to the Exchequer or Seneschal not later than the next Council meeting.

NEW VI.7.D.ii:  ii)  Rental fees based on number of attendees at an event shall be paid at return of equipment.

NEW VI.7.D.iii:  iii)  Rental fees may be waived, and date payment required may be extended at the discretion of the Council.

NEW VI.7.E:  E)  Terms of the rental shall be included in the agreement. 

NEW VI.7.E.i:  i)  Rentals to another SCA branch should be signed by an authorized representative of that branch.  

NEW VI.7.E.ii:  ii)  Rentals should not be made to persons unknown to the Council.   The safe return of Baronial property should be a factor in agreeing to rent items.

NEW VI.7.E.iii:  iii)  The rental agreement shall include: dates of the Council meetings, the date payment is due, the date items may be picked up, and the date by which items must be returned.

NEW VI.7.F:  F)  The rental policy, agreement, and fee schedule will be attached in Section XIV (Appendices).
